Born in the city of Concepción del Uruguay (Province of Entre Ríos), Argentina, at 18 years old, she decided to study International Relations, which is why she moved to Buenos Aires to complete her undergraduate academic training at the University of Salvador (USAL). Although she worked for several years in multinationals and embassies, the opportunity to return to her hometown in 2007 for a better quality of life made her discover her vocation at the university environment, when she entered the University of Concepción del Uruguay for request from the UCU's Rector (2009), to create the international relations area of the institution, until she became vice-rector for international relations. Additionally, she has trained in Law (subtracting 10 subjects to be a lawyer) and she just completed a Doctorate in Higher University Education, which is inter-institutional (Universidad Austral, Universidad Abierta Interamericana and Universidad Nacional de Río Negro).
